3’As he was drawing near—already on the way down the Mount of Olives—the
whole multitude of his disciples began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all the mighty
works that they had seen, *saying, “Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace
in heaven and glory in the highest!” **And some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to him,
“Teacher, rebuke your disciples.” ““He answered, “I tell you, if these were silent, the very stones
would cry out.”

When they drew near to Jerusalem and came to Bethphage, to the Mount of Olives, then Jesus

sent two disciples, ?saying to them, “Go into the village in front of you, and immediately you will
find a donkey tied, and a colt with her. Untie them and bring them to me. 3If anyone says anything

to you, you shall say, ‘The Lord needs them,” and he will send them at once.” “This took place to

fulfill what was spoken by the prophet, saying,

and on a colt, the foal of a beast of burden.’”
